Florida State Hospital, a licensed and C.A.R.F. accredited state treatment facility seeks full-time psychology staff for positions in three residential treatment areas: 

· Forensic
· Forensic transition
· Gerontology
Licensed psychologists will be employed as Senior Psychologists (state career service title: Senior Behavioral Analyst). Persons without licenses will be employed as Psychological Residents (state career service title: Behavioral Analyst). One position may be available for a well-qualified master’s degree person. Doctorate holders without supervision for licensure are automatically enrolled in the hospital post-doctoral residency program. Specialized forensic instruction is provided to psychology staff whose training and experience in this area is limited. Persons enrolled in post-doctoral training are full-time employees. 
Psychology staff at Florida State Hospital assess need for continued hospitalization and competency to proceed to trial, provide reports and testimony to committing courts, conduct psychological assessment, evaluate dangerousness, conduct individual and group psychotherapy, develop psycho​social and behavioral interventions, and consult with ward staff and unit management. Many licensed psychologists serve as intern and postdoctoral residency supervisors. Psychologists work as members of unit-based interdisciplinary recovery teams. Research is encouraged within the requirement that direct service is the primary priority. 
Florida State Hospital employs 34 doctoral and 9 master's psychology staff, trains 5 interns per year, and is a major university externship site. Our pre-doctoral psychology internship has been accredited by the American Psychological Association since the class of 1986-1987. The last accreditation review was in March 2010.

Nearly all emotional and characterological disorders are encountered here. Hospital residents are men and women ranging in age from teens to octogenarians. Major programming areas include admissions, acute care, forensic, forensic transition, developmental disabilities, gerontology, diversified care, and quarterway house. Residents are committed by state circuit courts as incompetent to proceed to trial, not guilty by reason of insanity, and involuntary civil. Some residents of Civil Service treatment units are voluntary admissions.

Doctoral positions require a doctoral degree from an APA-accredited clinical or counseling program and completion of a pre-doctoral internship (APA-accredited internship preferred). 
Salaries depend upon licensure, terminal degree, and post-degree experience. Benefits include paid leave, health insurance and retirement plans. Florida State Hospital is an Affirmative Action/Equal Opportunity Employer and encourages applications from women and minorities. Florida State Hospital is within commuting distance of Tallahassee (state capitol, two major universities) and 80 miles from Gulf beaches.

Licenses are also maintained through the State of Florida for Pharmacy, Clinical Laboratory, Radiology Department and emergency medical vehicles use. The Hospital was awarded the Florida Governor’s Sterling Award for Organizational Excellence, based upon the national Baldridge criteria and has earned a three-year accreditation from the Commission on Accreditation of Rehabilitation Facilities (CARF, International).This designation represents the highest level of accreditation that can be awarded to a mental health treatment facility and is assurance that services provided have met resident-focused, state-of-the-art international standards of performance in areas ranging from leadership, strategic planning and financial management to health and safety, accessibility and residents.
